Hero

For each blog post page, the top “hero” section must follow this structure:

1) Large Featured Image (Top)

Display the post’s featured image at the top of the page.

Full-width within the content container, with a hero-like height.

Use consistent rounded corners (same radius as the rest of the site).

Responsive cropping (e.g., object-fit: cover ).

2) Meta Line Above Title

Show a small line above the title (e.g., Category / Topic).

Styling: subtle, premium, minimal (small text, uppercase if needed).

3) Big Title (H1)

Render the post title as H1 with strong hierarchy.

TOC Data Source (Important)

The left sidebar Table of Contents (scrollspy) must be generated automatically from

the article content headings:

Use the headings inserted in the page content (e.g., H2 as main items; optionally H3

as nested items).

The system should collect these headings, generate anchor IDs, and display them in

the left TOC.

Clicking a TOC item should jump to the corresponding section (anchors).

For every blog post/article page, I want the layout to follow the “left sidebar index / Table

of Contents” pattern (similar to Viterbit’s customer story pages):

Left Sidebar Table of Contents (TOC)

A left-side TOC listing the article sections (built from headings, e.g., H2/H3).

The TOC should be sticky while scrolling (desktop).

The TOC should behave like a scrollspy:

As the user scrolls, the current section is highlighted in the TOC.

Clicking an item should smooth-scroll to that section.

The active state should update correctly when scrolling up/down (including long

sections).

Responsive behavior (mobile/tablet)

On smaller screens, the left TOC should become a collapsible TOC (e.g., “On this page”

dropdown/accordion or slide-in drawer).

It should remain easy to access while reading (not buried at the bottom).

Occasional YouTube Embeds

Some posts will include embedded YouTube videos inside the content.

Please make embeds fully responsive (no horizontal scrolling, maintain aspect ratio).

Prefer lazy-loading to keep performance/Core Web Vitals strong.

Visible Attachments / Downloads Area

Some posts will include downloadable files (templates, checklists, etc.).

I need a clearly visible “Downloads / Attachments” section on the article page where

these files are displayed.

Each file should show: title/name + format (PDF/XLSX/etc.) and a clear Download

action.

Support multiple attachments per article.

This block should be easy to manage in WordPress (ideally a dedicated block/field), and

it should look consistent with the site’s clean premium style.

Related articles

For the “Related notes” section at the end of each article, I’m open to your

recommendation on the best selection strategy:

Option A: show the latest posts (recency-based)

Option B: show topic-related posts (same category/tags / similar theme)

Option C: a hybrid (prefer related, fallback to latest if not enough results)

I’ll follow your advice on what’s most reliable/maintainable in WordPress.

Important

1. Do not show the current article inside the Related notes list.

2. Avoid duplicates within the same session (don’t repeat articles the user has already

clicked/seen in the Related notes module during the same browsing session if possible).

Implementation notes 

Use a WP query that excludes the current post ID.

For “no repeats per session”, you can store a small list of shown post IDs in:

a session/cookie/localStorage (front-end), or

a lightweight server-side session if you already use one.

If “session-based” is too heavy, a simpler fallback is acceptable: at least ensure no

duplicates within the module + exclude the current post.
